Berkeley, CA Youth Listening Session for America’s Great Outdoors

Suggested Land Trust Talking Points
First of all, this is a special “youth listening session” intended for people ages 16-25. It’s not clear older folks will be welcome, so please think about who to send—the next generation of a ranch family concerned about estate taxes, your land trust’s intern with uncertain work prospects, etc.

Quick Background on Why It Is Important for Land Trusts to Attend

President Obama officially launched the America’s Great Outdoors Initiative on April 16th with remarks that applauded the conservation work of America’s 1,600 land trusts.  This is the first time an American president has mentioned land trusts in a speech, making this initiative a key opportunity to place land trusts in the center of the Administration’s vision of the future of land conservation.  We need your help ensuring that land trusts have a high profile at these listening sessions, and even if you’re unable to attend in person, we’ve listed several other ways you can get involved at the end of this document.

What to Expect

There will be many other people at these listening sessions representing many different groups – each with their own agendas.  We expect each session to include prepared remarks from senior officials, followed by a formal panel and a series of break-out groups.  Those break-out groups are a great opportunity for land trusts and landowners to convey the potential of working with land trusts to federal agencies.  At some listing sessions, the breakouts have been divided by topic; if that’s the case here, we encourage land trusts to split up and show how they’re supporting other goals (youth, recreation, etc), rather than all attending the private conservation breakout.
The following questions were asked of participants in Montana at the first listening session outside of Washington, DC.  We’ve included some suggested responses:

   1. What conservation strategies have worked?
· Tell them who you are, what you do and who supports you! There’s a natural tendency for federal agencies to focus on federal lands and many federal officials know little about land trusts and private land conservation.  Tell them: 

· The name of your organization and where you’re based

· Your conservation mission, and notable achievements

· The support you have in your local community

· The partnerships you have with landowners, other community groups and agencies at all levels of government

· And don’t forget to remind them that there are 1,600 other land trusts who are also working, like you, on locally driven land conservation.

· This is your chance to share your favorite success story about working with private landowners—and if a landowner can attend and tell their own story that’s even better! 

   2. What are the obstacles to conservation and connecting people to the outdoors?

· Have you written off a farm bill program because the paperwork is too onerous?  Could you have arranged the bargain sale of an easement for a fraction of what the federal government paid to buy land? Are you tired of hearing offers of technical assistance when all you really need is a small grant to hire staff?  This is your chance to share those frustrations!

· The administration is extremely concerned about reconnecting young people and urban residents with the great outdoors. If you’re involved with any youth or urban outreach programs this is your chance to share those stories and ask for the resources you need!

   3. How can federal agencies be better partners?

· Our top priority here is to convince federal officials that partnering with land trusts will help them accomplish things they simply can’t do on their own.  

· You’re part of the local community with established landowner relationships and your experience with tax incentives and local funding can help leverage limited federal resources to achieve big conservation gains.  If assistance with transaction costs, staff capacity or stewardship would help, tell them what you need!
   4. What new conservation tools are needed?

· Tell them what tools would do the most to support your work!  Consider:
· Make the enhanced tax incentive for conservation easement donations permanent 

· Enact new tax tools such as expanded estate tax incentives, community forest conservation bonds, or transferable tax credits for land conservation

· Increase funding for Farm Bill conservation programs like FRPP, GRP and WRP, and enhance these programs to better support easement acquisition by land trusts

· Fully fund the Land and Water Conservation Fund and Forest Legacy Program, but also change these programs to allow direct acquisition of land and easements by land trusts

Background on “America’s Great Outdoors”

President Obama’s remarks at the White House Conference on America’s Great Outdoors included no promise of dedicated funding, but he did sign a Presidential Memorandum asking for a report on America’s Great Outdoors by November 15th.  That gives us only a few months to make the case that new tax incentives and funding for land trusts are critical elements of any federal strategy for landscape-scale conservation. 

The Administration launched a website at www.doi.gov/americasgreatoutdoors with several different social networking tools for gathering and evaluating ideas.  This is your chance to help build the public record that illustrates:

· the conservation work land trusts are doing; 
· the importance of that work to your community and to the nation’s natural and historic resources;

· how strong local support for that conservation is; and,

· how the federal government could help you do more.
Secretaries Salazar and Vilsack have to build a very convincing political and substantive case to get new resources devoted to land conservation.  It’s up to us to demonstrate that they have the grassroots support to think big!
