Although tricky, it is essential for land trusts to calculate the costs of stewardship and then raise the funds necessary to ensure that the promises made today will be kept in the future. This seminar will be taught by Jane Ellen Hamilton, who will share her knowledge and experience to teach you how to calculate the full stewardship costs of conservation easement and fee land transactions; determine present and/or anticipated future staff costs; evaluate potential enforcement and easement defense costs for conservation easements; assess costs of necessary legal or technical advice; understand methods of raising stewardship funds; differentiate types of dedicated funds, including stewardship endowments and legal defense funds; and develop policies and procedures to manage endowments and dedicated funds
